A jig for 4 couples 

 

 BARS 
 1  ̶  4 1st and 4th couples cross over giving right hand.  1st couple cast 

off to 2nd place, 4th couple cast up to 3rd place as 2nd couple step 
up and 3rd couple step down on bars 3  ̶  4. 

 5  ̶  8 1st and 4th couples turn left hand on the sides and finish, 1st 
couple face up and 4th couple facing down. 

  2nd couple with 1st, 4th couple with 3rd turn right hand on the 
sides and remain facing up or down. 

 
 9  ̶  16 2nd, 1st, 4th & 3rd couples dance a reel of 4 on the sides and all 

finish facing in. 
 
 17  ̶  18 1st and 4th couples join nearer hands on the sides and set. 
 19  ̶  22 1st and 4th couples dance half rights and lefts. 
 23  ̶  24 2nd, 1st, 4th & 3rd couples join nearer hands on the sides and set. 
 
 25  ̶  32 2nd, 4th, 1st & 3rd couples dance a circle round to the left and 

back.
