Bars 

1-8 1
st
 and 2

nd
 couples, also 3

rd
 and 4

th
 couples, dance a diamond poussette. 

 

9-16 4 couple espagnole danced as follows: 

 

9-10 All cross the dance to the opposite side: 1
st
 man dance above 1

st
 lady; 1

st
 and 

2
nd

 ladies lead across and change up/down; 2
nd

 and 3
rd

 men lead across and 

change up/down; 3
rd

 and 4
th

 ladies lead across and change up/down; 4
th

 man 

dance below 4
th

 lady 

11-12 All cross the dance to their own side: 2
nd

 lady dance above 1
st
 man; 1

st
 and 3

rd
 

men lead across and change up/down; 1
st
 and 4

th
 ladies lead across and change 

up/down; 2
nd

 and 4
th

 men lead across and change up/down;  3
rd

 lady dance 

below 4
th

 man.  Order is now 2, 4, 1, 3 on ladies’ side and 3, 1, 4, 2 on men’s 

side. 

13-16 All turn opposite person once round, 2
nd

 lady and 3
rd

 man with right hand, 4
th

 

lady and 1
st
 man with left hand, 1

st
 lady and 4

th
 man with right hand and 3

rd
 

lady and 2
nd

 man with left hand. 
 

17-24 All 4 ladies pass opposite person by the right shoulder and dance clockwise 

half way to own side of the dance. 

Order is now 3, 1, 4, 2 all on own side of the dance 

 

25-32 All join hands and set to partner, turn partner once round with both hands, and 

then 3
rd

 and 1
st
 couples (at top), also 4

th
 and 2

nd
 couples (at bottom), circle 4 

hands round to the left. 

 

Repeat the dance three more times from new positions. 
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
