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1* Couple set for 2 bars, turn partner by the right hand for 2 bars, cast to o
place in 2 bars, cross with left hand to opposite side of the dance (finish facing
out the side of the set. 2™ couple steps up on 5 and 6.

Full three couple mirror reel on the side with 1% Couple starting going down the
set (1" man passing right shoulder with 3 lady and 1% lady passing left should

with 3™ man).

1* Couple set, petronella, set and petronella back to own side of the dance.

1* Couple advance setting for 2, turn with both hands for 2, dance out the
bottom and cast up around 3" place to 2" place ready to begin again.

2" and 3" Couples facing up and down the set do full rights and lefts.
